Bambi has judged across Australia and the world including the UK,
France, Belgium, Malaysia, USA, Japan Dubai and NZ. She is also a
very active exhibitor and breeder with the prefix Bajimbi. She has
been involved in many TV shows with her cats. Along with her late
husband Brian, she was the co-founder of the Waratah State Cat
Alliance in 1997.  It is proudly known today as ANCATS.

Roy Griffiths - NZ Cat Fancy Inc
Roy has lived alongside animals his whole life, earning a National
Champion title in the Gundog ring before a cat show Devon Rex
captured his heart. He began breeding and exhibiting Devons in
2001, strengthening genetics through thoughtful outcrossing and
introducing cinnamon. A Senior All Breeds Judge and active
exhibitor, Roy champions health, true-to-standard assessments, and
lifelong connections across the New Zealand cat fancy.

Cheryl St Clair-Newman - NZ Cat Fancy Inc
Cheryle St Clair-Newman’s involvement in the cat fancy began in the
late 1960s, ignited by an All Breeds show and a lasting admiration
for Persian cats. In 1976 she registered the prefix Taniver, inspired
by her foundation cats and her selective breeding approach. She
bred and showed Persians to top national success, later dedicating
rewarding years to mentoring new judges. Now an All Breeds judge,
she is known for fair, professional, true-to-standard assessments.
